SURVA Qualifier Tournaments:  Our USAVolleyball Sun Country Region (SURVA) requires that member club teams participate in a minimum of 3-SURVA Qualifiers in order to qualify for the SURVA Regionals –stepping stones toward the National Junior Olympics.  Our SURVA Qualifier Schedule reflects the requirement.  Many SURVA Qualifiers are 1-day tournaments.  SURVA also mandates that at least one SURVA Qualifier attended must be over 115 miles from the club’s base town (Durango).  
Diggin’ It In Durango:  FCVBC is proud to host the Diggin’ It In Durango USVolleyball Sanctioned Volleyball Tournament.  Our club is on-stage, providing a high quality volleyball tournament at the beautiful Fort Lewis College Campus and Student Life Center.  All of our FCVBC USAV-Member Teams participate in this tournament at a minimum rate.  The GOLD CUP SERIES Teams do not participate in the tournament; however, they do receive a personalized, VIP Lady Skyhawk Practice Session amidst the action.  
CO Crossroads:  The CO Crossroads National Qualifier Tournaments test our club teams at the highest level.  These tournaments are instrumental in our competitive strategies, and our recruitment efforts.  Here, college recruiters from all over the United States converge onto one site location, to observe, contact, and solicit for their future collegiate student-athletes.  These tournaments also provide opportunity for our members to advance their competitive experience and leadership strengths.   These tournaments average between 500-1,100 team entries – Wow. 

SURVA Regionals Tournament:  Our Regional Teams do NOT compete in the SURVA Regional Championships, as that tournament has changed it’s format dramatically.  SURVA Regionals are NOT on the Regular Season Schedule at FCVBC.  The 2010 Regional Team Schedules end on April 10-11, 2010, at the Western Slope Championships in Grand Junction, CO.  
Team Practices:  Practices are offered twice, weekly:  1-week night practice and 1-Sunday afternoon practice.  The practice schedule is finalized in late December, in accordance with school district contractual guidelines.  Any changes in practice schedule will be from either weather constraints, or 9-R School District directives.  

Position Clinics:  These clinics are an All-Member Position Training opportunity for our FCVBC Members – an optional service.  Members sign-up individually, preceding the Clinic.  It’s a great way for members to learn more about their specific positions, and to train with other FCVBC Members apart from their own team(s).  Clinic attendees are grouped according to age and playing level, as to provide a comfortable learning atmosphere, and competitive challenges appropriate for their game.
